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IAS 39 is undoubtedly one, if not the most complex standard to understand, to interpret and to apply. It
also attracted its fair share of blame, justified or otherwise, at the height of the financial crisis. In this
context, the IASB set out to replace 1AS 39 in a 3 phased approach and the first phase of the new IFRS 9 on
Classification and Measurement was published in November 2009. The other two phases, dealing with
impairment and hedge accounting, are taking longer than originally intended and the revised estimated
implementation date is now 1 January 2015. This seminar will explain the main changes between the old
standard and those proposed by the new IFRS 9 and will highlight issues that underlie accounting for
financial instruments.
